· Support in seeking employment
· Job Centre Plus advisor
· Literacy Support, ie reading/writing, English as a second language 
· Mentoring support to clients moving into employment (in partnership with Barclays Bank)
· Training courses such as: Computer Literacy and Information Technology (CLAIT), Lifeskills, Online IT training, British Safety Council Health and Safety at Work and Construction Skills Certification Scheme

The room is open for 3 one hour slots, 9.30-10.30am, 10.45-11.45am, 12.00-1.00pm, so that a greater number of clients can access the facilities. 
About this role
Volunteers offer clients 1:2:1 support with literacy and English as a second language coaching each day of the week. 

Tasks will include

· In conjunction with ETE staff, assessing a clients literacy/English as a second language needs
· Providing 1:2:1 coaching to clients in an informal and practical manner with the aim of improving their functional skills, as well as their confidence levels

· Writing up daily record sheets detailing interactions with clients
